WHEREAS, the Manual outlines a review process for objects that will be exhibited
outdoors for less than one year (“Acquisition Procedure”); and

WHEREAS, the Acquisition Procedure directs the Presidio Trust to review the potential
short-term installation under applicable environmental and historic preservation compliance
processes; and

WHEREAS, the Acquisition Procedure directs Presidio Trust staff who are members of
the Art Review Panel (“Panel”) to review the potential short-term installation and to forward
their recommendation to the Presidio Trust Executive Director; and

WHEREAS, Arrivals by David Wilson was reviewed under applicable environmental
and historic compliance law; and

WHEREAS, Presidio Trust staff who are members of the Panel reviewed Arrivals and
recommend its installation; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Presidio Trust Board of Directors
hereby approves the short-term installation of Arrivals by David Wilson.
